Seminar Details:
Strengthening Systems to Support Family Literacy

Family literacy involves many facets of each Head Start/ECEAP program. It can be challenging to ensure that all family literacy efforts are coordinated and connected. This session will explore the link between family literacy and systems that govern Head Start and ECEAP programs. Participants will delve into linking family literacy throughout the program to make family literacy seamlessly intertwined into all aspects of individual programs. Participants will engage in activities that allow them to look at their current successes supporting family literacy, learn tools to connect the systems, and work with strategies for systematically infusing family literacy across the systems. 

Vocabulary Development: Key to Reading & School Success

Research has long shown that children need to be able to understand and use a large number of words by the time they enter school.  Teachers and parents can use simple, research-based, and fun strategies to promote children’s vocabulary development in the course of day-to-day activities. This interactive session will introduce research-based materials and resources, actively involve participants, and focus on key strategies that are easy to learn and use. 

Vocabulary development is critically important and vocabulary development in a child’s home language is especially important when that child is learning more than one language. The research tells us that teachers should partner with families to support this in a child’s home language even as the child may also be learning English. 

One of the goals of this session is to generate excitement and enthusiasm about building vocabulary at home and at school for all young children. We want to stimulate thinking about intentionally expanding our vision of vocabulary development, and building partnerships among families and teaching staff to achieve maximum outcomes for children, regardless of what languages staff, children and families speak. Families and staff can travel the road toward optimal vocabulary development together, even as children learn multiple languages. 

Home: Where Learning Begins

This is a fun one!  It’s easy to say, “Parents are their child’s first teachers”.  It is even more important for parents to recognize and appreciate all that they do to facilitate their children’s language and literacy development.  This interactive session will feature a video that shows some of the many ways parents “teach” their children from the moment they are born, and how staff can facilitate that.  Participants will ways to take key messages back to their programs, access training material to take back, and plan ways to support parents to expand on the work they are already doing to promote their children’s learning.  Staff will consider ways to support families to appreciate their all-important contributions to their children’s development and to support families to expand what they are already doing as their children grow and change.
